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Councillor Jeremy Sutcliffe, 
cabinet member for the environment,
told the Government & Public Sector
Journal, the operation was a joint effort
between many agencies including the
police, fire service, youth and environ-
ment agencies.

Jeremy said “Oldham has the
highest number of PCO’s in the country
with three for each of the borough’s
wards, the total of twenty four means
that we were better placed to identify
these offenders within the community.”

He added: “more raids are expected
soon and this will be an ongoing 
operation.”

Graffiti on buildings and other
structures is an ongoing and increasing
problem. A number of coatings have
been developed and advertised as
resisting the application of graffiti 
or easily removing graffiti from the 
surface, some of which are seen in 
this feature.
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
